Land Use/Planning Bills passed during 

2009 Legislative Session.  The 2009 Leg-

islative Session ended as scheduled in late 

April, and at the time of the preparation of 

this article, no special session had taken 

place.  This long session included a variety 

and large number of bills related to land use 

and planning; however, due in large part to 

the implications of state budget cuts, very 

few survived to make it to the Governor.  The 

following is a summary of the bills that were 

sent to the Governor. 

 

HB 1172 ï Transfer of development 

rights.   |The bill requires DCTED to estab-

lish a regional TDR program in central Puget 

Sound in order to foster inter-jurisdictional 

transfers of rights.  The bill sets forth criteria 

that counties must use for designation of 

sending areas (agricultural or forest land of 

long-term commercial significance).   House 

concurred in Senate amendment that priori-

tizes mobile home parks as a sending area 

(amd 364).  Delivered to the Governor. 

 

HB 1379 ï Regarding moratoria 

adopted under shoreline management 

act.   This is a result of Biggers v. City of Bain-

bridge Island, 162 Wn.2nd 683 (2007), where 

the issue was whether Bainbridge Island 

could adopt a rolling moratoria on develop-

ment in shoreline areas.   During the Senate 

floor vote, Sen. Fraser amended the bill to 

include SB 5800, which designated Olympia 

Isthmusçasçaçïshorelineçofçstatewideçsignifiĳ

cance,ðçandçimposesçaçheightçrestrictionçonç

development. Senate eventually relented, 

and the underlying bill was delivered to the 

Governor. 

 

HB 1481 ï Regarding electric vehicles.   

The bill directs the Puget Sound Regional 

Council to seek federal or private funding to 

develop recommendations regarding devel-

opment of electric vehicle infrastructure.  

Also, it directs the state to install charging 

outlets in areas such as rest stops.  Of interest 

to planners is Section 9, which requires cities 

and counties to allow electric vehicle infra-

structure as a use in all areas except those 

zoned for residential or resource use or criti-

cal use.  Delivered to the Governor.

Any bicyclist in Washington will understand 

theçadage,çïThereòsçnoçwrongçweatherçtoçbikeç

in,çjustçtheçwrongçclothes.ðçThisçisçjustçasçtrue,ç

I was told, in the harsh, snowy winters of Min-

neapolis! This past April, I joined a group of 

planners for a mobile workshop on Minnea-

polis bicycle facilities at the National APA 

Conference.  Our leader Don Pflaum, the Min-

neapolis Bicycle Transportation Planner, took 

us on a 25-mile bicycle tour of the city. 

Although the day was cold and overcast, all 

the riders were well prepared and Don told 

us that even in winter the bicycle network 

sees an average of 3,000 trips per day. Min-

neapolis, according to their statistics has the 

second highest commuter ridership behind 

Portland, Ore-

gon.   

Our first stop 

was near the 

new Minne-

sota Twins 

stadium on 

the Cedar 

Lake Trail.  

Don said the 

bicycle mas-

ter plan calls 

for an exten-

sion of the 

trail from 

Glenwood 

Avenue to 

the Mississippi riverfront. The city requested 

accommodation for the future trail from both 

the stadium designers and Northstar Com-

muter Rail (which the trail will parallel under 

the stadium).  Northstar even moved their 

tracks to accommodate the bike trail í how 

often do you hear that happening? 

We stopped a bit later to look at the design 

of the trail itself.  This portion of the route 

was an old railyard, Don said, with several 

levels of government and railroad companies 

initially owning the land.  In this portion, the 

trail widens to three separate paths: two one-

way 8 foot wide bicycle lanes and one 7 foot 

wide pedestrian path.  Don called it Minnea-

polisòçbicycleçfreeway.

Whenever Don talked to the group, he em-

phasized that details are what make a bicycle 

system work when planning and implement-

ing a bicycle network. Complete route sign-

age and maintenance procedures that do not 

interrupt use of the trail are essential.  Our 

tour continued around the chain of lakes and 

on to the Midtown Greenway. 

The Midtown Greenway is an abandoned rail 

corridor that was sunk below grade in the 

earlyç1900òsçtoçeliminateçgradeçcrossingsçandç

leads from the old suburbs to the now de-

funct mills on the riverfront.  Now the entire 

route is a bicycle path lined with community 

gardens and new condominium units, often 

fronting the trail.  Just recently the city 

opened the Midtown Bike Center to serve 

commuters with bike lockers, supplies, a bike 

repair room and, of course, coffee! 

The ride also included a stop along the Mis-

sissippi at the old stone arch bridge, now a 

dedicated bicycle bridge across the river.  

HereçweçlearnedçthatçMinneapolisòçbicycleç

goals are to have a network of trails and 

routes so nobody is more than a mile from 

the system.   

Overall, I was quite impressed with the sys-

tem and tour.  As an example of a city getting 

ahead of the curve, Minneapolis certainly has 

a lot going for its bicycle commuters í de-

spite the wintery weather!

urban planning programs are pleased to an-

nounce that the Northwest Tribal Technical 

Assistance Program (NW TTAP) contract has 

been renewed for an additional five years. 

Funded by the Department of Transporta-

tion, Federal Highway Administration, the 

NW TTAP is one of seven regional TTAP cen-

ters across the nation that provides technol-

ogy transfer and training in transportation, 

planning, community and economic devel-

opment to Tribal Governments and their 

partners. The NW TTAP serves 45 recognized 

Tribal Governments in Washington, Oregon, 

Idaho and western Montana. Richard Rolland 

is the NW TTAP Director, and Dr. Dick 

Winchell, FAICP is co-principal investigator 

for the grant program. They are supported by 

Michele Siedenburg, Salish-Kootenai, Pro-

gram Specialist. 

The NW TTAP is an important tribal program 

within the EWU Urban Planning Programs 

and part of the long-term partnerships with 

tribal governments through the Affiliated 

Tribes of Northwest Indians (ATNI). The pro-

gram has been addressing tribal transporta-

tion issues since 1993 including 16 years of 

hosting the NW Tribal Transportation Sympo-

sium bringing together tribal transportation 

planners, staff, and elected officials with state 

DOT and other transportation providers. Last 

year, the NW TTAP offered 28 training ses-

sions for 1,430 participants. NW TTAP activi-

ties include co-sponsoring the regional NW 

Tribal Transportation Symposium (April 13-

16, 2009, in Portland, OR), Classroom Training 

and Technical Assistance to tribal transporta-

tion and administrative staff, a communica-

tion network of newsletters, electronic bulle-

tins, and list serves as well as a lending library 

of professional publications and technical 

materials to support tribal transportation.

HB 1825 (Chap. 121, Laws 09) Specific 

facilities planning requirements.  The bill re-

quires GMA planning counties and cities to 

plan for the inclusion of areas sufficient to 

accommodate medical, governmental, insti-

tutional, commercial, service, retail and other 

nonresidential land uses. 

 

 

HB 1967 ï 100 year floodplain restric-

tion.  This bill restricts a county or city from 

expanding an urban growth area into a 100-

year floodplain of a river (in Western Wash-

ington) with an annual flow of 1,000 or more 

cubic feet per second.   The bill contains 5 

exemptions.   It has passed the Senate with 

an amendment and the House concurred.   

Delivered to the Governor.

HB 2199 ï Shifts in the shoreline due to 

habitat restoration projects.    This bill 

allows local governments to grant relief from 

theçSMAòsçshorelineçmasterçprogramçstanĳ

dards and use regulations.  It states that a 

substantial development permit is not re-

quired on land within a UGA that is brought 

under the shoreline jurisdiction due to a 

shoreline restoration project that creates a 

landward shift in the ordinary high water 

mark.   The Senate made some technical cor-

rections to the bill and the House accepted 

those changes.  Delivered to the Governor. 

HB 2338 ï Consolidation of GMA hear-

ings boards.  It establishes an Office of 

Growth Management Hearings Boards based 

in Olympia that consists of the three regional 

boards. Also, JLARC is required to study the 

administration and operations of the boards 

or any successor agency. This bill was intro-

duced late and while it did not pass the legis-

lature, this bill may be part of a special ses-

sion. 

SB 5560 ï State agency climate leader-

ship.  Requires all state agencies to meet 

statewide greenhouse gas emission reduc-

tion limits, and requires the Governor to des-

ignate an existing position as the single point 

of accountability for all energy and climate 

change initiatives with state agencies. It 

passed the House and the Senate concurred 

withçtheçHouseòsçamendments,çincludingçanç

amendment by Rep. Dunshee.  This amend-

ment requires state agencies, when distribut-

ing capital funds, to consider whether the 

entity receiving the funds has adopted poli-

cies to reduce GHG emissions; if the project is 

consistentçwithçtheçstateòsçlimitsçonçGHGç

emissions; goals to reduce vehicle miles trav-

eled by 2050; and applicable federal emission 

reduction standards.
