Like many of you, the APA Washington
Board of Directors is working on our
2010 budget and
making ends meet requires some
amount of sacrifice. Our services are
likely to be reduced next year to meet
a 15% -20% budget shortfall. During
our October 9 ™ Executive Committee
meeting, | asked what was most
important to the Chapter. The answer
was our administrative office,
legislative efforts, committees/
outreach and our Sections. These
pretty much cover our whole budget!

On the revenue side, our two largest
sources are the annual conference and
Chapter dues rebate from APA. The
