Call for Nominations to the AICP College of Fellows

Election to the College of Fellows is one of the highest honors that the American Institute of Certified Planners bestows upon a member. This honor recognizes the achievements of the professional as a model planner who has made significant contributions to planning and society. 

Fellowship is granted by FAICP to planners who have been members of AICP for at least 15 years, are members in good standing, and have made outstanding contributions to the profession over an extended period of time.  Nominees are evaluated for their achievements and excellence in one of four discrete categories: (1) professional practice; (2) teaching and mentoring; (3) research; and (4) public or community service and leadership.   

The deadline for 2010 nominations will be November 17, 2009.   Based upon the experiences of the Chapter’s current FAICP members, preparing a successful submittal requires a considerable amount of effort and time.  Gathering the requisite letters of support, in particular, requires months of lead time, so interested candidates are advised to begin this effort right away.

There are several ways to be nominated.  One method of nomination is to have letters of nomination submitted by ten AICP members in good standing.  Another method is to have the Chapter Board nominate a candidate, in which case only five letters of endorsement are required.  Regardless of the method of nomination, the lion’s share of time and effort assembling the required materials and preparing a solid submittal rests with the individual candidate.
