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Bill Proposal (contOd)

' The subarea plan bill would clarify the scope of
subarea plan amendments that are exempt
from the "once a year" limitation on
comprehensive plan amendments (at RCW
36.70A.130 (2)(a)(i)

' The current statute allows an exemption but
only for subarea plans that do not modify plan
policies and designations, thereby limiting the
scope of this exemption

' The subcommittee agreed that a proposed bill
should allow subarea plans to modify the
comprehensive plan policies and designations
applicable to the subarea in order to clarify,
supplement, or implement jurisdiction-wide
comprehensive plan policies if the cumulative
impacts are addressed under SEPA
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Bill Proposal (contOd)

' The fully contained communities
(FCCs) bill would amend 36.70A.350
and limit new FCCs to counties east of
the crest of the Cascade mountain
range that is planning under GMA

' The process to establish an FCC would
remain a part of the urban growth area
designation procedures

' Existing FCCs would not be affected by
the bill
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Bill Proposal (contOd)

' Currently, we understand that both
bills will be introduced by
Representative Geoff Simpson in the
House Local Government Committee

' We are working with committee staff
to finalize the language of these
proposals
