Outline Minutes – WA Chapter APA Peninsula Chapter 
Executive Committee Meeting 10/13/11 - Noon
City of Port Shelton Forum

Lunch Meeting at The Grill Restaurant
Officers Present:  President-Elect James Weaver, Kitsap County Representative Jim Rogers, President Barry Berezowsky, Secretary Suzanne Wassmer (minutes scribe). 
Robert Knapp of Clallam County attended for Steve Gray, Clallam County Representative, who was unable to come to the Forum. 
Officers Excused:  Jefferson County Representative Stacie Hoskins, Mason County Representative Barbara Atkins, and Treasurer Jeff Smith.
Guests Present:  Tim Crose, Director of Pacific County, and Sandy Lang with the Washington State Department of Ecology. 
The following new items were discussed:

1. An election for the Executive Committee officers must be held next month.  The Peninsula Section By-Laws state in Article IV Section G that elections: shall be held in odd years; it shall be by mail secret ballot; the Secretary shall mail a ballot to all members on or before November 15; the ballot shall provide space for write-in candidates; and shall be returned by a minimum of 15 days from the ballot mailing date; the President shall appoint a tally committee consisting of three members of the Section including one member of the Executive Committee.

Barry had been President previously, and then returned to the position last year after Rick Sepler was not able to serve due to other commitments.  During the Poulsbo Meeting of January 27, 2011, James Weaver volunteered to fill the vacant President-Elect position, and Suzanne Wassmer volunteered to fill the vacant Secretary position.

Barry nominated James Weaver to serve as President, and Jim Rogers seconded the motion.  Even though James has not served a full two-year term as President-Elect, Barry cannot serve more than two full consecutive terms as President.  The Bylaws in Article V Section C, President-Elect state that “to assure continuity of leadership of the Section, the President-Elect shall assume the office of the President for the official year beginning after the regular election of officers.”  James Weaver accepted the position as President.

Jim Rogers has served for two consecutive terms as Kitsap County Representative, so that position is open.  Barbara Atkins is currently Mason County Representative.   Suzanne asked her earlier in the day during the Forum if she was interested in continuing to serve.  She said she had reservations about it due to her increased workload, but would ask her staff.  As Jeff Smith was not at the meeting, Suzanne will ask if he is still interested in the Treasurer position, or would possibly like to run for the Kitsap County Representative position.  Barry clarified that anyone who is a member of the Chapter can run for office.  

Stacie Hoskins asserted in a 10/3/11 e-mail that she is still interested in serving as the Jefferson County Representative.  Steve Gray asserted in an October 5, 2011 e-mail that he is still interested in serving as the Clallam County Representative.
It was agreed that Suzanne would:

· Get a list of current APA members from Andrew Estep in the APA office.

· Find out if all of the Planning Commissioners are automatically members as well.

· Send out an email early next week to members that the election is coming up next month, and anyone interested in running for any of the offices (except for President).  People would have a week to respond.

· Put together a ballot with the names of people interested in running.
· Ask the Treasurer for money to pay for the cost of paper, return envelopes and envelopes, mailing labels and postage for the two envelopes to be sent to each member, and printing costs for the ballots. 
· Ballots would be mailed before November 15.  The goal would be to mail them by November 1.

· Members of the Executive Committee would meet to open the envelopes and tally the votes.

· An e-mail would be sent to all members with the new Officers.

· Andrew Estep would be apprised of their names so the Peninsula Chapter website could be updated.

2. New committees were discussed.  Article V-II Section B states that the president shall have the authority to establish other working committees, such as a professional committee and a continuing education committee.  Ideas for future committees were a Program Committee to help Janet Rogerson with the agendas, and an Annual Conference Committee to make sure an annual conference happens every year.  The last one was in Mason County in 2008.  It was suggested that new committees be explored under the new Presidency.    

It was agreed that Suzanne would add a suggestion line on the Ballot to solicit any ideas or help with potential committees.

It was also noted that the updated Peninsula Section webpage still refers to the “2009 conference has yet to be scheduled”.  Suzanne will contact Andrew Estep to change that to “2012”.

Completed Items:
Suzanne has updated the mailing list and will continue to update it with sign-in sheets from the Forums.  The Peninsula Section website has been updated (but still needs a few corrections).  As requested by APA, Suzanne prepared a paragraph about the Section’s activities in the last year and e-mailed it to Ivan Miller on 8/30/11 with a photo taken by Stacie Hoskins during the Summer Forum in Port Townsend.

Old Items to Discuss Next Time:

1. Discuss if anything in the Bylaws needs to be changed.
2. Get private planners to get more engaged with meetings; it is free training through AICP.

3. During the April 21, 2011 meeting, Brad Collins suggested having someone from a jurisdiction to be on the State legislative committee to provide Chapter with information.  He has legislative experience.  He said there is a legislative committee conference call every Thursday.  Contact Brad or Josh Peters for the number.
